I have lost my dearest friend to cancer, something that is unimaginable to me to this day. But I know that he 
will always be with me, in my heart, in my beautiful memories I carry, and our film is definitely not about dying - 
guite oposite - it’s about living to the fullest despite all odds. Which Kubko proved and showed me every second.
